1. Venue

The Alberta Provincial Regatta organized by the Edmonton Yacht Club (EYC) in conjunction with the Alberta Sailing Association (ASA) will be held at Seba Beach on the west end of Lake Wabamun, Alberta.

       permission from the race committee prior to racing with the new number.

2.4 Appendix P, Immediate penalties for breaking rule 42, as modified by the sailing           

       Instructions, will apply.

3. Advertising

This regatta is classified as a category C event.

 

4. Eligibility

Entry is open to all sailors who hold valid Membership of a CYA affiliated club. Temporary membership will be available to non-members. 

Competitors who register and pay by August 13th 2010 will receive a $15.00 discount. To be eligible for this discount the registration form and cheque must be postmarked no later than August 13th 2010. Alternately registration can be hand delivered to the Regatta Chair by August 13th 2010.

4. Classes

The regatta is open to all classes including but not limited to Optimist, Fireball, 505, Laser, Laser radial, Europe, Byte, 29er, Intl 14 and Cruisers.

Cruisers will sail a separate course from the dinghies.

Five or more boats of the same class, registered by 09:00 hrs. Saturday September 4th, 2010 will constitute a class. All others will sail in the Handicap class. Separate scoring for x-class in mono and multi-hull will be maintained as far as is possible.

There will be a separate ASA sanctioned Optimist program with coaching and race management provided by the ASA.

6.1 Ten races are scheduled and one race must be completed to constitute a series. 

6.2 When fewer than 5 races are completed a boats series score will be the total of her 

       race scores.

6.3 When 5-9 races are completed a boats series score will be the total of her 

       race scores excluding her worst score.

6.4 When 10 races are completed a boats series score will be the total of her 

       race scores excluding her two worst scores.

7. Safety

 

A boat which retires from a race will notify the race committee or patrol boat before leaving the race area, or if impossible to do so, immediately after returning ashore. Competitors failing to do so may be scored DNC.
